Constitution

Preanble

To promote the educationa goals of Oxnard Coll ege students and to provide aformal and effective
procedure for faaulty to participate in the formation d college and dstrict pdlicies on academic and
professona matters, we, the faaulty of Oxnard College, do rereby establish arepresentative
organization, knavn as the Academic Senate of Oxnard Coll ege.

Orderly and representative participation by faculty in the formulation d college and dstrict padlicies
and a dearly defined arganizational structure for such perticipation will contribute toward a dearer
understanding of the mutual chall enges and resporsibiliti es of the faaulty, administration, and the
District Board of Trustees.

The Academic Senate, in cooperation with the Administration and the Board o Trustees, shall
endeavor to provide quality education for the students enroll ed at Oxnard Coll ege.

ARTICLEI: NAME

Section 1: Name
The name of the representative organization herein establi shed shall be the Academic Senate
of Oxnard College, asdefined in Title 5 853201 bthe California Code of Regulations
(CCR.

Section 2. Assembly
The body of elected representatives including senators and dficers dhal be known asthe
Academic Senate Asembly.

Section 3: Faculty
A faaulty member is any academic employee, full-time or part-time, at Oxnard Coll ege who
isnat hading a management position.

Section 4: Executive Board
The Exeautive Board is comprised of al eleded officers aslisted in the Bylaws Articlell,
Sedion 1, Subpart C 1; andis further defined in Bylaws Article Il, Sedion 7, Subpart A.

ARTICLE IlI: PURPOSE AND FUNCTION

Section 1. Purpose
The Academic Senate of Oxnard College shall be the representative body of the Oxnard
Coll ege faaulty, established for the purpase of participating with the Administration o
Oxnard College andthe Board of Trustees in the formulation d college and dstrict palicy in
acalemic and professona matters, to include but not be limited by Board Policy A-16 and
§53200-53204foTitle 5 of the CCR The Academic Senate shall also communicate with
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other coll eges, government agencies and professonal associations regarding academic and
professonal matters.

Section 2: Responsibilities
It is the specific resporsibili ty of the Senate to pay attention to and make recommendations
onall subjeds pertaining to academic and professonal matters. Thisincludes:
Curriculum, including establi shing prerequisites
Degree and certificate requirements
Grading pdlicies
Educaion program development, including staffing priorities
Standards or pdlicies regarding student preparation and success
District and coll ege governance structures as related to faaulty roles
Faaulty roles and invalvement in accreditation processes including self-study and
annual reports
Policies for faaulty professonal development adivities
Processes for program review
Processes for institutional planning and budget devel opment
Other academic and professona matters as mutually agreed uponbetween the
Governing Board and the Academic Senate

Section 3: Powers
The Academic Senate may disseminate information pertinent to its powers and
resporsibiliti es.

The Academic Senate Assembly may propase, debate and vae on any resolution pertinent to
its purpose and resporsibiliti es.

The Academic Senate Assembly may invite faaulty, staff, students, and aher guests to attend
Senate medings  asto inform them of matters pertinent to the purpose and resporsibiliti es
of the Senate.

In acordancewith 853203—4 bTitle V, of the CCR the Academic Senate may present its
resolutions to the Board of Trustees, and request that the Board of Trustees or its designee
shall med and confer with representatives of the Academic Senate.

The designation d board members or administrative officers as provided herein shall not
predude the representatives of the Academic Senate from meeting with or appearing before
the Board of Trusteesto present views, recommendations, or proposals of the Academic
Senate & aregular or speda meding of the Board of Trustees.

Section 4: Authority

The Academic Senate operates under the authority of Board Policy A-16 and §53200-53204
of Title 5 of the CCR
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Section 5: Affiliation
The Academic Senate shall nat affili ate with any professonal association, aganization a
group, except associations of Faalty/Academic Senates. However, nahing in this
constitution shall be construed to dscourage individual members of the faaulty from fredy
asciating with ather groups and organi zations, and through such asociation independently
expressng their views.

ARTICLE Ill: CONDUCT OF BUSINESS

Section 1: Bylaws
The official businessof the Academic Senate and Asembly shall be conduwcted acwrding to
therules and procedures adopted in its bylaws.

Section 2: Changesto bylaws
The bylaws may be anended by atwo-thirds approval of senators voting at aregularly
scheduled meding of the Academic Senate Assembly. The Exeautive Board or any senator
may propose achange to the bylaws. At least two weeks' natice of the proposed change(s)
shall be sent to al Senate members.

ARTICLEIV: AMENDMENTSTO THE CONSTITUTION

Section 1. Proposal for Amendments

A. Proposed amendments must be petitioned by no lessthan 10 percent (10%) of the full -
time faaulty, or
Be petitioned by a mgjority of the Senators, or
Be petitioned by the Exeautive Board of the Academic Senate.
Propaosed amendment(s) to this Constitution must be presented at any regularly scheduled
meding of the Academic Senate.

Section 2: Ratification of Amendments

A. Uponreceipt of the proposed amendment, the officer designated in Article I, Section 4
of the Bylaws must confirm its €ligibility per Sedion 1 of this article.

B. Uponconfirmation d eligibili ty, the Academic Senate will schedule aratificaion vae no
soorer than two weeks after the date that the anendment has had its eligibili ty confirmed.

C. Written ndiceof the proposed amendment(s) shall be distributed to the entire faculty
together with ratification procedures.

D. The proposed amendment(s) shall passif it is approved by two-thirds (2/3) vote of the
full-time faaulty. Appropriate due processand secret ball oting shall be used in the
ratificion vae.
