The committee made the following global comments:

Cover Sheet changes:  The B, C, and D courses should go to the GE Sub-committee, since e they are proposing inclusion in area C-1 for the first time on the AA/AS GE plan.  After review by the sub-committee, Floyd Martin, James Kenney, and possibly a part-time faculty member will get together with one of the tech reviewers to revise the documents. 
Course Outline changes:  

· II.J. – The committee questioned whether the author really wanted to check Credit by Exam MAY BE GRANTED for all of these courses.

· III. – The course objectives need to be further expanded; they should not be so similar on all four courses.

· VI.B. – This section should be in narrative form; state basis of grading and respond more fully to instructions; and the graded assignments should not be so similar (exactly the same) on all four courses.

Prerequisite changes:

· Section 1. – These should match the objectives contained in the listed course.  They should not be exactly the same on all four courses.  

· Section 4. – The same courses are listed on all prerequisites.

Maria Parker presented the Math Competency document which has already been approved by the Moorpark and Ventura Curriculum Committees. Accreditation 
Curriculum Committee Handbook – Jenny asked for volunteers to work on revising the handbook.  Shannon, Carmen, Betty, and Jenny will meet and decide how to proceed.  Carolyn Dorrance also suggested that Linda Kamaila be included.
Our Policies – There was general discussion on the submission of courses.  Betty advised that the Wednesday BEFORE the next meeting is the deadline for items to be placed on the agenda.  This means that the courses must have completed tech, articulation and SLO review and the signed cover sheet must have been submitted to Betty.
Hot List - Copies were distributed.  The timeline for submitting courses will be developed by next meeting.

Self Study - Jenny distributed information regarding Standard II because she was operating under the assumption that the committee had been asked to work on this standard.  This turned out not to be the case, so the document was informational only.  However, Jenny invited any committee members who were interested to join the Accreditation Committee.
Reading Competency
The Student Success Committee began discussion on this issue and Jenny has brought it up at DTRW.  Members of the Social Sciences Department would like to be part of any dialogue; however Jim said there currently is no sub-committee working on this issue.  The committee would like to have this item on the next agenda.
