Shannon reported that the ESRM has been approved by Cal State Channel Islands and that there is interest in developing other courses.
The GE Subcommittee is meeting immediately after today’s Curriculum Committee meeting.

DTRW Report

It is a violation of Title 5 not to enforce all prerequisites.  Erika reported that the district is working at enforcing science prerequisites for the spring semester.  They will be hand checked.  The EVPs are pushing ATAC (Administrative Technology Advisory Committee) to get the scanning software in place that will deal with prerequisites.
Prerequisite/Concurrent Enrollment

Our BANNER system has three options:  1) prerequisite; 2) co-requisite which means that a student has to be enrolled in those two courses at the same time; and 3) a course may be satisfied  as a prerequisite or as a co-requisite.  Since we have the functionality of BANNER option 3, in Section II.C.1. the prerequisite course is listed along with the wording “and concurrent enrollment in” (list the course).
Course Outline Total Contact Hour Formula

Erika spoke with Stephanie Low from the State Chancellor’s office.  Under Title 5 we can have a range or a contact hour total.  Because a range is more accurate for attendance accounting, they will probably move toward listing a range rather than the total contact hours.  Jenny will ask Ramiro Sanchez to add this item to a future DTRW agenda for discussion.

The formula in Section II.B.2. of the course outline should read (To calculate the total contact hours for the semester multiply 17.5 X the number of units total weekly meeting hours.)  The formula will be changed on the course outline form that is posted on-line.  
Curriculum Committee Handbook Revision 
The committee began working and it proved time consuming and laborious.  (Note:  After the meeting, the co-chairs met and decided that a subcommittee will meet to perfect the handbook and then it will be posted for a comments period.  Any comments/suggestions should be forwarded to Jenny and Betty.  The co-chairs feel that this is not good use of the committee’s time based on the authority and responsibility given to the committee in the Shared Governance document.
