The committee had voted against including Interdisciplinary Studies in the Disciplines List for the HIST R100A course outline.  Scott also informed the committee that CSU Northridge and UC Santa Barbara only assign this course to Historians.  The committee asked if this course had gone through departmental review.   Gwen and Scott responded that it had not been presented at a department meeting.  Betty was asked if a signed cover sheet had been received.  She didn’t have her tracking book with, so she couldn’t be certain.

INFORMATION/DISCUSSION

Articulation
Shannon informed the committee that as she was updating the General Studies degrees for next year’s catalog and on counseling forms, she discovered that there were several new courses that should be added to the emphases in Patterns II and III.  Last year the committee had developed a process where faculty could seek inclusion of their coursework in emphases based on their articulation to required pre-major coursework, but because nobody had proposed these courses this year, Shannon was unsure if it was ok for her to add them automatically, given they were developed primarily to articulate to particular top feeder universities.  Shannon provided a list of the particular courses that were to be added along with the universities and majors they articulate with.  The committee agreed that she was able to update these emphases as part of her job and would present lists of courses to be added annually to the committee when the forms were being updated as an information item.  Faculty will still be able to propose existing courses for emphases as agreed upon previously.

Notes
In response to the Accreditation commission’s recent emphasis on programs delivered more than 50% on line, the Deans’ Council is conducting an analysis of such delivery for Oxnard College.  Carmen Guerrero reported on this recent undertaking and said that so far she has found three such programs within CTE offerings, namely, AA in Business, AS in Business Management and AS in Marketing.  Further analysis by Deans’ Council will occur over the summer months and a report out will take place early next fall.
