Minimum Qualifications for AA/AS Degree

Although this topic had been discussed at the last meeting, it has been placed on the agenda so Jenny could take any recommendation the committee had to the DTRW meeting tomorrow.  Jenny reminded the committee that the Academic Senate President from Ventura College asked that the other two campus’ curriculum committees address the issues of students receiving a “C” or better in all transferable and/or degree-applicable courses.  This standard is in addition to the State standard of receiving a “C” or better in courses within a student’s area of emphasis.  After lengthy discussion the consensus was that Oxnard’s committee did not agree with the recommendation.
Review of the Substantive Change Proposal

Carmen advised that the Substantive Change Proposal was approved by the Board at the January meeting.  Carmen also advised that Erika had submitted the Substantive Change Proposal to Susan Clifford at the ACCJC for unofficial review.  Dr. Clifford suggested a few minor changes which will be made.  A conference call is scheduled with the Commission for March 12, and after that they will review our proposal, submit their response to it and we will have met the deadline which is six months before our site visit.  The committee thanked Carmen for her efforts in meeting the deadline.  
Course Suspensions/Deletions
Erika asked the committee what the point was of suspension vs. deletion.  Discussion ensued.  Shannon advised that an updated course outline that we suspend and then decide to bring back can just go through local approval by the Curriculum Committee.  Deleted courses are those which we do not intend to bring back again.  Shannon presented copies of an excerpt from the VCCCD Participatory Governance Handbook, 2007-2008, pages 27 and 28 which states in part that a reintroduced course (deleted within the past two years) with no substantial revisions does  not have to go to DTRW or the Board for approval.  This excerpt incorporates changes agreed upon by DTRW on December 28, 2008 and January 22, 2009.  Committee members warned about keeping an eye on DTRW so it does not take over the Curriculum Committee role.  Jenny advised that the purpose of DTRW is to offer legal and technical advice on curriculum as well as elucidation on Title 5 issues.  DTRW is a recommending body not an approving body.  Jenny advised that this item should be placed on a future agenda as an action item in order to accept DTRW’s recommendation regarding the 24 month window.  Shannon advised that the reason the 24 month window was discussed at DTRW was because Oxnard College faculty wanted and pushed for a fast way to bring back courses.  

The committee asked that DTRW be asked to review its charge and remain aware of it.  Erika advised that although Ramiro Sanchez is chairing DTRW and DCSL, he has a co-chair.  If there are issues, they should flow through the co-chair who can bring forward the faculty’s perceptions.
Sabbatical Replacement for Jenny Redding
Jim Merrill graciously agreed to serve as Jenny’s replacement.
Impact of Cancellation of Classes
There was lengthy discussion regarding cancellation of classes and how the decisions affect students.  Some points:
· Evening ESL courses were cancelled.  We encourage students to follow sequence of ESL courses and we are creating barriers when we do not offer courses.  
· If the numbers are not there, courses are cancelled.  The deans waited until the second week to cancel courses.
· Complete lack of outreach

· Must consider the big picture.

· EOPS cuts are a harsh reality because they are categorically funded.  There is only so much Oxnard can do based on what the governor and legislature funds.

· Bridge building with Oxnard Adult Education

· High school can offer non-credit ESL and we can offer for-credit ESL courses.  Should we develop a non-credit program that does not duplicate what is offered in the high schools?
