INFORMATION/DISCUSSION

Pulled Courses and Proficiency Awards from June Board Meeting
Erika discussed the 3 proficiency awards that were pulled from the June Board Meeting including Marine Studies, Early Childhood Site Supervisor, and Smog Licensure Requirements.  She explained that the Board did not understand the purpose of proficiency awards, given some of the awards that were presented by the other colleges in Holistic Studies and Psychology.  Without any district standards or criteria in place for proficiency awards, they are not comfortable approving them. The EVPs will be meeting with the Chancellor seeking information on next steps to be taken along with a timeline for such steps.

Curriculum Deadlines for 2011-2012 Catalog (handouts)
Shannon and Erika explained the early deadlines for curriculum requiring Board approval and why it is critical that such changes be made in Banner prior to the district-wide rollover that occurs in late November.  Some Speech courses that were changed to Communication Studies courses this year were entered after the rollover, due to curriculum missing rollover deadlines, and Blanca had to remove all students enrolled in SPCH classes and then reassign all of them into COMM individually afterwards.  Erika explained that we were not going to allow courses to languish for years in our curriculum process.  If courses don’t make it through the process within the academic year, then they will be pulled and have to start over with first reading the next fall.  New folders will be created on the Curriculum website to house course outlines and programs as they make their way through the curriculum process, allowing faculty to track their progress and allowing access to these outlines throughout the process.  Betty will be the one moving the files after each step.  This is a temporary measure until CurricUNET is in place.

Stand-Alone Course Training for 2010-2011
Jenny explained that all Curriculum Committee members are required to get trained on Stand Alone course approval by the CCC Chancellor’s Office.  The Stand Alone Course Training documents/PowerPoint will be sent to all curriculum committee members to review.   This is especially important for new members to the committee.  Members are to email Jenny & Erika after they have reviewed the materials so that they can meet the Sept. 30th certification deadline.  A “Q&A” session covering the materials will be on the agenda of the next meeting.

Update of AB1440/SB1440
Erika and Shannon briefly went over this new bill, “The Student Transfer Achievement Reform Act” and what it attempts to do which is guarantee admission into a local CSU for students who graduate with an associate degree for transfer including 60 transferable units, the IGETC or CSU GE Breadth pattern for GE, 2.0+ GPA, and a major or area of emphasis of at least 18 units.   Also written into the language is that districts will not be able to impose any additional requirements including local or district requirements, which would eliminate our local PE, Health, and Women’s/Ethnic Studies requirements.  This bill is still being amended and has yet to be voted on though it is expected to pass.  The State Chancellor’s Office has advised colleges not to make any changes yet and wait until the bill passes and they write implementation guidelines.  Curriculum Committee members were concerned about this bill and its implications for our courses that might be eliminated and our programs that might be impacted.  

Curriculum/SLO Institutes
Jenny, Erika, and Shannon reported on the types of sessions offered this summer and that many of them were geared toward new members and new chairs of curriculum committees.  

Articulation Report
Shannon announced that Oxnard College now has an articulation agreement with Loyola Marymount University (both GE and course-to-course) for the very first time.  She is working on a chart for counselors to translate the complicated agreement into a user-friendly document.

New Online Process for CCC Curriculum Inventory
Colleges must now submit electronic proposals for all new and revised programs through the new CCC Curriculum Inventory website.  Deans will be responsible for this and will need to participate in training.  Blanca Barrios will be responsible for submitting individual courses.

Establishment of the CurricUNET Ad Hoc Committee

Erika called for the establishment of an ad hoc committee to work on CurricUNET processes and asked for volunteers.   Volunteers included: Erika, Jenny, Blanca, Shannon, Betty, Carolyn I., Carmen, and Alex.  Suggested additions (not present) included Jim Merrill, Marlene Dean, and Ishita Edwards.

Accessing OSCAR Outlines Through ASSIST for Faculty
Faculty requested that instructions on accessing OSCAR outlines through ASSIST be sent out to all faculty again by Bola King-Rushing.  Shannon will send Bola the instruction document she normally sends out for distribution.

GE Subcommittee Call for 2010-2011 Members

Shannon asked for volunteers for the GE subcommittee and Erika explained that creating SLOs for GE would be their main task this year.  Volunteers included: Shannon, Judy, Chris, Maria Parker, Patricia, Carolyn D., Marji, Ross, and Jenny. Jenny also suggested that Jim Merrill become a member, since he will be substituting for Jenny on the GE Subcommittee while Jenny is on sabbatical in spring. Shannon asked volunteers to complete a schedule form showing when they are available for meetings.
