Pulled Courses and Proficiency Awards from June Board Meeting
As mentioned at the last meeting, Erika advised that the EVPs met with the chancellor prior to DTRW and asked about the items that were pulled from the agenda.  
Regarding Proficiency Awards, the chancellor will allow the Early Childhood Site Supervisor and the Automotive Technology Proficiency Awards to be placed on the October agenda.  However, documentation that demonstrates what the need is must be submitted at the same time, since the focus behind proficiency awards is that there is a need for job training. This documentation will help the board understand what the need is.  Unfortunately the need to provide data came about because another college submitted an Anthropology Proficiency Award, and that along with the Holistic Studies Certificate muddied the waters because they could not explain what these awards meant.  Faculty involved in Career and Technical Education understand that proficiency awards are a way to certify to an employer that an individual has a certain desirable set of skills.  The chancellor wants to know that there are jobs out there in our local market that require this type of training.  Carmen advised that this type of data is very easy to obtain via the Internet.
Andy Cawelti advised that he is withdrawing the Automotive Technology Proficiency Award.  Carmen asked if there will be an issue when we talk about CORE courses if we have Stand Alone courses that we want to schedule that do not lead to any kind of proficiency award?  Erika didn’t believe that there would be a problem because it’s more prevalent to have Stand Alone courses in the CTE area.
Regarding the PE and Athletics courses that had been pulled, the chancellor agreed that these courses could also be placed on the October agenda.  The chancellor understood that we were trying to separate the PE and the Intercollegiate Athletic courses and that the primary reason the PE courses were on the agenda wasn’t because we were adding “snowboarding in the summer”, but we were trying to correct mistakes with the Carnegie unit value of our PE courses.
DCSL

The meeting was basically a planning/agenda building meeting.  Erika advised that she had met with the registrars to discuss FERPA and other related issues such as defining when does a student become a student?  This is significant in terms of when you can share information about a student.  They also discussed working on the program discontinuance  AP.  
Stand Alone Course Training for 2010-2011 Q&A

List of Courses for 5-Year Revision (handouts)

A list of the courses that are up for 5-year revision was distributed. Members commented that the list was shorter than previous years. Nevertheless, updating course outlines is an accreditation issue, so members were asked to take this information back to their areas and devise a plan of attack. They need to bring this plan to the next meeting.  Members were also urged to consider deletion/suspension of the older courses that have not been offered for some time.

Statewide Academic Senate Proposed GE/AP List

Shannon presented Resolution 4.01 approved spring 2009 from the California Community College Academic Senate calling for the adoption and publication of the California Community College General Education Advanced Placement List and Template by local senates. Handouts included a copy of the resolution, the original paper calling for the resolution and justifying the need for CCCs to have a common practice of awarding AP credit and to align it with the CSU and UCs, and the actual matrix showing the AP courses, and their CCC, CSU, and IGETC GE and unit equivalents. Committee members were instructed to take this information back to their constituencies for discussion and this item would be on the Oct. 13th Curriculum Committee agenda as an action item.

Erika advised that the new forms were distributed at the Department Chairs Meeting last Friday. A few minor formatting corrections need to be made and then the new forms will be available online.
