Articulation

Shannon presented the PowerPoint on SB 1440 created by Jane Patton, President of the ASCCC, and Michelle Pilati, C-ID Faculty Coordinator, at the SCIAC and CIO’s conferences.  The PowerPoint covered the main points of the SB 1440, explained the solution that the ASCCC has adopted (creating a statewide transfer model curriculum developed in the C-ID Discipline Groups) and showed a draft of a proposed degree.  Shannon encouraged everyone to join the listserv for C-ID and to review and comment on the first 6 proposed degrees all on the website:  www.c-id.net.  Included in the handouts were copies of the proposed degrees as well as a copy of the PowerPoint.
