Math/Science/Athletics/Health

MATH R105 – Introductory Statistics
Lengthy discussion held on content/application of this course vs. the current PSY R103 statistics course and a soon to be proposed Sociological Statistics course.  Carolyn shared with the group that Marie Butler (Sociology), working with the C-ID Discipline Input  Groups (DIGs), had informed their department that a Sociological Stats course will be part of the Transfer Model Curriculum (TMC) for Sociology and that a similar course will be part of the TMC Psychology degree as well, so Marie will be developing a course to meet that need.  Previously, Social Sciences had been concerned with the lack of consultation in the proposed changes to MATH R105, but now believe that MATH R105 will primarily be used by those majoring in Math, Sciences, and Economics/Business, not the other Social Sciences.  There was some concern about the additional unit the lab is adding to the course, but Mark defended the need for the lab component in order to preserve the threatened articulation with CSUCI.

PSY Mental Health Proficiency Award
The courses for this award were approved at the end of last spring, but the award was not presented at the last meeting of the spring because only Second Reading items were read at that meeting.  It was suggested that before this award goes to the Board that the authors provide a list of job titles that students would be eligible to apply for with the coursework completed for this award, the numbers of jobs currently and projected that this award would apply to, and other concrete data to show that although this award is in psychology, traditionally a transfer area, it serves an immediate workplace/employment purpose.

Math/Science/Athletics/Health

Graciela presented the HED courses.

HED R101 – Health and Society - Course Outline changes:   IIB2. Use a hyphen in the contact hours range (48-54).
HED R102 - Fitness/Nutrition/Health - COREQ form needs to be added since HED R102L is the new coreq.  IIC2: previous if different should be “None”

HED R102L – Fitness/Nutrition/Health Lab -  Cover Sheet changes:  Should be a stand alone course (so change no to yes) because it is not currently part of an approved program unlike it’s coreq, HED R102 which is approved to meet CSU GE-Breadth (area E) and therefore approved for the Certificate of Achievement in CSU GE-Breadth.  (Note:  Blanca must input the Stand Alone status of a course to the state.  The question was raised as to how she knows when to make the change to indicate it is no longer Stand Alone and Shannon answered that she supplies Blanca with a list of those courses approved for CSU GE-Breadth or IGETC.  The new coversheet also has a place where Articulation proposal and approval dates are recorded.)
Maria presented the MATH course.

MATH R122 – Calculus with Analytic Geometry III – PREQ changes:    Course ID at top of page should be MATH R122.  #4 CSUN’s course title changed to “Calculus III”.

Graciela presented the PE course.

PE R098:  Cover Sheet changes:  Need to mark Stand Alone as it won’t be a part of an approved program.  A discussion ensued about whether or not 98’s and 198’s belonged in GE or could be used to fulfill the district PE requirement as they do not even appear in the catalog (except the umbrella course).  98’s and 198’s are not approved by the Board as they are experimental only and are to be offered for a limited time and then should either be discontinued or have permanent course numbers created.   This topic needs to be explored further with more information.

Articulation

ASCCC Approved GE International Baccalaureate (IB) Test Equivalency List

Shannon presented the International Baccalaureate (IB) Test Equivalency List for General Education at the CCC approved by the ASCCC at their fall plenary last month, suggesting that OC adopt this statewide model for use in applying IB credit to GE for the Associate Degree.  The VCCCD already accepts IB credit but Oxnard currently has no mechanism for assigning this credit except as elective units.  The IB list approved by the ASCCC corresponds with the CSU’s awarding of credit toward the CSU GE-Breadth, thus aligning the CCC GE practices with the CSU’s.  The Social Sciences department opposes use of IB credit for GE purposes as they did for Advanced Placement courses as well feeling that these tests should not replace a student’s classroom experience.  Shannon pointed out that by not awarding GE credit for IB, students will still be able to apply their IB to the CSU GE-Breadth or IGETC, still by-passing taking the courses for which they receive credit, and will transfer without an Associate degree.  

Shannon handed out copies of SB 1440 Implementation Frequently Asked Questions and a letter from the CSU regarding SB 1440.

Credit by Exam will not be allowed for the following courses:  MATH R009A, MATH R009B, MATH R009C, MATH R010A, MATH R010B, MATH R010C, MATH R010D,

Shannon reported that they are reviewing the FERPA form.  Most items were tabled due to the absence of the EVPs who were attending the CIO Conference.
GE Subcommittee
No report.
Limitations on Enrollment 
Erika advised the committee about a recent legal opinion from the State Chancellor’s Office on Limitations on Enrollment for Cohorts of Students, for example, Learning Communities.  Basically:  If a college chooses to restrict sections of a course to a cohort, there must be a greater number of sections of that course to be left for open enrollment.  For example, in a case where a single section is limiting its enrollment to a cohort, two other sections need to be offered for open enrollment.
Share-Point

Erika advised the committee that due to the instability of the server where all course outlines are posted, the IT Department will be discontinuing use of the server.  All course documents will be moved to Share-Point.  The work will be done by IT personnel and will take place during the next month or so.  The committee will be informed when the move is complete.  
Suspension Policies
Jim was unclear on what happens when a course is deleted and a faculty member wants to bring back the same course.  Erika stated (and Susan Cabral affirmed) that the same course number could be used as long as the course was the same course that was offered previously.  Once a number has been used, it may not be used again ever for a different course in order to keep MIS data accurate.
