· District-Level Committee Reports – J. Redding

· Enrollment Management Task Force

President J. Redding advised that Academic Senate has only received partial information regarding the Enrollment Management Task Force.  She recommended that the Senate can download the most current and additional information from the district website.  

· Marketing Task Force

President J. Redding announced that Cathy Garnica would be presenting at the next scheduled Academic Senate meeting on February 13th on enrollment articles that will appear in Career Focus magazine. 

· Upcoming Deadline for Comment on KH Report- Jan 27th
President J. Redding emphasized that the KH Report comments deadline is only a few days away.  She encouraged all Senate and faculty to respond in the online commentary in a timely manner.

· Review of Faculty Survey

President J. Redding led a discussion on the Faculty Survey.  The discussion included a review of the document a “Tabulation of Survey Results Dec. 05 Re: Collegial Governance and Leadership” which was handed out during Academic Senate.  President Redding stated that the Academic Senate Exec would write a summary to present at the District Board at their next meeting.  

· Retreat re Data on Institutional Effectiveness

President J. Redding announced that the scheduled retreat would be on February 3rd from 9AM to noon on institutional effectiveness.  President Redding commented that although many Senators are scheduled to teach, EVP Ramiro Sanchez recommended an alternative “in-class” assignment to students in order to attend. The location, an OC room due to outside costs, still needs to be determined.  All Senators are invited to attend with invited Department Chairs and OC Management.

· Status on Participatory Governance Manual

President J. Redding reported that both Ventura and Oxnard Colleges voted for a non-district wide Senate.  However, what came out of the meeting was a new charge for DCSL.  DCSL proposes to be more of a district gatekeeper of curriculum versus having control remain at the curriculum committees at each campus.  

· Review Progress on Academic Senate Goals for 2005-2006

President J. Redding led a discussion on the progress to goals of the Academic Senate.  The Senators were given a 13-point handout of the goals for Academic Senate 2005 – 2006 for review and discussion.  S. Corbett spoke of his success on implementing and leading the Student Learning Outcomes initiatives.  

VIII. New Business

· Formation on Subcommittee for Presidential Hiring
President J. led a discussion on the hiring process for a new campus President and the Senates role in being proactive with this process.  President Redding recommended to Senate a need to form a subcommittee to address how the process will occur.  Rather than being advised of how the hiring process will occur, the role of the Senate should be proactive and address what the college needs in its role of the President. President Redding asked for volunteers to participate in the newly formed subcommittee.
