II. Additions to the Agenda

President J. Redding added to Item III- Public Comments the addition of the Oxnard College Foundation as requested by Senator R. Smith.  In addition President Redding had requested moving items Resolution Proposed for Academic Senate Role under Item-VII Old Business to Item V-Action Items and Item VIII- New Business Measure S Proposal to Item V- Action Items. Fauth/Black/msc, for Resolution Proposed for Academic Senate Role.

III. Public Comments/Announcements

· Cathy Garnica/Bob Tholl Presentation re Marketing Task Force and Ad-Hoc Campus Marketing Committee 


C. Garnica and B. Tholl led a presentation and discussion on the Marketing Task Force and Ad-Hoc Marketing Committee.  They commented that the task force meets on a weekly basis and is developing a coordinated marketing plan that will bring the various campus marketing components together in support of increasing student enrollment. For example, Garnica commented on all the various marketing activities that are coming from each department such as Fire Tech and EOPS but are not coordinated to an overall marking plan.   The task forces initial charge is to work with the 4 local high schools and advertise in their campus newspaper.  The desire is to have a coordinated marketing look with all the high schools.  In addition, a handout was given to all Senators that covered the calendar of marketing events, webpage, samples of marketing graphics, and planned campus visits. Both Garnica and Tholl requested that any suggestions and comments should be forwarded to President J. Redding who will forward them to the Task Force.

· Marketing Block Scheduling and Combined Schedule of Classes — Faculty in classes

President J. Redding led a discussion on the need to market the college’s block scheduling that goes into effect next fall.  Students will have the opportunity to register for both summer and fall concurrently.  President Redding encouraged all Senators to mention these changes in their classes.  C. Dorrance commented and suggested that the college produce a flyer that announces the changes.  G. Guevara also suggested including the announcement on future Schedule of Classes. 

· Oxnard College Foundation
R. Smith led a discussion on the Oxnard College Foundation brochure that is currently being used for funds development.  He indicated that the pictures in the brochure do not include a true representation of the student diversity of Oxnard College.  In addition he discussed the College needs to be properly portrayed as a Community College.  C. Garnica commented that the pictures were most likely from stock photos, but did agree that future photos should portray a better representation of campus diversity.

V. Action Items:

· Approval of Minutes of January 23rd, 2006 and February 6th, 2006 Senate Meetings

The minutes were approved for the January 23rd meeting of the Academic Senate. Mainzer/London/msc.

· Resolution re Support of Multi-Cultural Day along with Funding Contribution ($300.00 = last year from Senate) –

A. London led a discussion on Multi-Cultural Day on Wednesday May 3rd.  London encouraged all Senators and faculty to sign up as a lecturer/speaker for the event.  President J. Redding asked for a resolution from Academic Senate to match last year’s contribution of $300 for this year’s event.  Smith/White/msc.

· Resolution Proposed for Academic Senate Role – J. Redding

President J. Redding led a discussion on a resolution that was completed by an academic subcommittee on defining Academic Senates leadership role.  A handout was given to the Academic Senate that discussed four areas which the Senate will take an extensive leadership role:

1) The Senate will craft and implement a communications protocol.

2) The Senate will form an advisory committee to identify Senators participation in community organizations.

3) The Senate will conduct a leadership/shared governance institute.

4) The Senate along with other faculty members will assume responsibility for creating and coordinating a distance educational program.

It was also discussed that all four of these items address the college’s accreditation evaluation.

· Measure “S” Modification Proposal:  Resolution Text =

“The District Measure S Oversight Committee allocate from the Oxnard College portion of the Measure S Bond the additional necessary funds (estimated to be one million dollars) for stadium seating of 3,000 people and for lighting of the track/athletic stadium.”

A. Hayashi led a discussion regarding the modified proposal to Measure S.  Seating for five hundred is planned under the current scope and design of the athletic stadium project.  This will have an impact on possible uses of the new stadium for graduation and/or other opportunities.  Hayashi advised the Senators that action should be taken now prior to completion of the project to provide the necessary funding for additional stadium seating of up to three thousand seats.  In addition, if a stadium is designed that has community benefits, this can also provide great college PR and even a possible source of revenue stream.
