II. Action Item

a. Approval of agenda

b. Approval of Academic Senate Minutes for March 27th, 2006

III. New Business

a. Review of Technical Assistance – Visit Issues
President J. Redding led a discussion the on the upcoming Technical Assistance.  President Redding, in addition, provided all Senators in attendance a copy of a letter from Board of Trustee Mary Ann Rooney.  The letter is an acknowledgement of President Redding’s letter of complaint regarding the Chancellor’s comments during his visit on February 2nd.  The letter stated that, “the Board has determined that the Chancellor’s remarks at the February 2 meeting were not threatening, nor did they create a hostile environment.”  In addition, the letter stated the hopes of the Board that District staff “both on the Oxnard College campus and throughout the District, are able to work together in the best interest of the students we serve.”  
President Redding provided copies of directions for the Technical Assistance visit and encouraged all Senators and faculty to attend.  An agenda was also provided to include meeting dates and times with the various campuses.  

President Redding led a discussion and handed out to all Senators in attendance two reports that will be provided and reported at the Technical Assistance visit; Primary Campus-Level Concerns and Primary District-Level Concerns.  President Redding commented that the Primary District-Level Concerns was an agreed upon document with the Senators of the other two campuses.   In addition a binder of all evidence has been prepared and provided by the Academic Senate President for Senate review.  

b. Presentation of Draft of Revised Shared Decision Making and Collegial Consultation Document
President J. Redding led a discussion on the Shared Decision Making and Collegial Consultation Document.  President Redding referred the Academic Senate to page 5 of the document to review changes that were made.  A full length discussion covered all the current updates and changes in the document.  The Senate was asked for comments and questions throughout the review of the document.  President J. Redding announced to the Senate that the discussed document will be brought forward to the next scheduled Academic Senate meeting for a vote of approval.
c. Draft of Strategic Plan
President J. Redding led a discussion on the Oxnard College Strategic Plan.  A copy of the plan was provided and distributed to all Senators present for comments and suggestions.  President J. Redding commented and shared her appreciation to those who provided input to the plan.
