III. Public Comments/Announcements

· Increasing Revenues to Academic Senate

D. Magallanes agreed to create a list of outstandings dues per department in which Academic Senators can discuss at their department meetings. In addition, he will provide a fact list on how Academic Senate uses its funds.
· Enrollment

President J. Redding and A. Valle reported the following on enrollment;
· 6204 students, down 4.13% from last year
· Students averaging 8.18 units, down from 8.28 units last year
· Student Learning Outcomes Report 

S. Corbett thanked the previous SLOPG committee for their work on Learning Outcomes. In addition, the committee is now known as L.O.T. – Learning Outcomes Team.  Meetings are held from 1 -2:30 prior to the Academic Senate Meetings.

Four courses have been identified to volunteer for the test pilot:

1. Math 11

2. Business 101A

3. English 101
4. History 102

The agreement is to have 1 learning outcome per course. 

· Examine Oxnard College Mission Statement 

President J. Redding led a discussion the OC mission statement.  Each senator was asked to review 2 revisions. The first revision was compiled from the mandatory flex day session and the second revision was developed from Leadership Council.  The senators were instructed to choose the mission statement they preferred (with corrections/changes as needed) and submit at the end of the days meeting. 

· Adding General Information to All Syllabi re Services Available, Safety, and Policy on Academic Dishonesty

President J. Redding led a discussion (language provided by S. Corbett) on how to make syllabi more student friendly by informing them of the services available.  Language was provided to be included in future course syllabi.
