III. Public Comments/Announcements

· Trustee Stephen Blum 

    Trustee Stephen Blum addressed and led a discussion with Academic Senate.  Trustee 

      Blum thanked the Senate for the invitation to come out and speak to everyone.  Trustee 
      Blum thanked faculty for their hard work and support of the college.  Commenting on 
      the sprit of cooperation amongst the colleges and the district, Blum stated, “do your best 
      and have fun.”  


     Trustee Blum addressed questions from Senate including his comments on the Tenure 
   
     process.  Blum discussed that faculty should know how the process works.  In addition, 
     “the decision to grant tenure should not be determined by individuals not in the loop.”  
     Trustee Blum also commented on the Camarillo property and the idea of creating an 
   
     apprenticeship program.  Blum indicated at this point the discussion is still in its infancy, 
     but noted that working together is a good thing and communication is important.

     Trustee Blum was asked to comment on the need for information competency.  Blum 
   
     commented that there are a lot of factors to consider.  “We need to recognize where 
  
     students are at and determine what the solution is.”  

     Trustee Blum, at the end of his discussion, was given a round of applause from Academic

A discussion was led by Albert Wolfkiel on his recent travel and reimbursement experiences.  Upon return of an Oxnard College sponsored travel for training, his taxi cab costs were not reimbursed due to lack of an itemized receipt.  This presents a problem for reimbursement of costs from vendors that do not provide receipts.

provided travel receipts.
