(*) The Senators were given instructions to vote one time only and to rank their voting choices from 1 thru 16, with 1 being their first choice and 16 their least choice.  The voting results were tabulated by Treasurer Magallanes and Secretary Cabral.  In a reverse scoring method the discipline that received the lowest number of ranking choices was declared the number 1 hiring priority.  The same method was applied to all disciplines to determine a ranking order.  
It was noted at Senate that concern was raised as to the validity of the inclusion of categorically funded positions on the list, such as the EOPS/Care Counselor.  This had a noted impact on Senate Voting.
