       3. A recommendation was made to change the name to the Senate 


  Election Committee rather than the Nominations Committee


  which was viewed favorable by the Academic Senate.

       4. An inquiry was made as to the security of the box that will be


  used to hold the votes that are cast. The Academic Senate 


  determined that the box should be examined at the next 


  meeting. 

       5. A recommendation was made to have the candidates give a 


  speech on the Academic Senate floor to allow the candidates


  the opportunity to introduce themselves. This was viewed as


  favorable by the A.S. and 2/11/08 was chosen as the date.

       6. Scott Corbett posed the question if the Sabbatical Chair should


  be re-elected due to the interim status of Shelley Savren. The 


  Academic Senate supported re-electing the Sabbatical Chair.

Scott Corbett posed a question to the Academic Senate as to whether we should send faculty members to the Great Teachers Seminar in Santa Barbara or Hawaii. It was explained that the Santa Barbara location was convenient and more faculty members could be sent but the Hawaii location provided 3 faculty members the opportunity to get away and fully immerse themselves in the seminar.
