· One Campus One Book (How can we make this work better?)

A. Academic Senate members discussed how to get more involvement campus wide on the One Campus One Book program.


1. Views were expressed on changes that could be made in the 


     implementation of the One Campus One Book program to 


     have more buy-in on the book that is chosen campus wide.


2.  Currently Marie Butler runs this program and she expressed 


     that she didn’t feel there was a problem with the program. 


     She stated that more people need to participate.


3.  Shelley Savren who runs the OC Lecture Series program 


     stated that she would like to see more faculty get more 


     involved in the selection of the book to get more buy-in.

· Title V report (Henry Villanueva, Karen Sutton & Carolyn Inouye)

A. Dean Villanueva and Karen Sutton updated the Academic Senate on the Title V grant.


1. The goals, outcomes, and deliverables of the grant were 


    shared with the Academic Senate.


2. The primary goal of the grant is to coordinate outreach 


    strategies that lead to increased interest in and preparation


    of high school graduates for college. 


3. An emphasis of the grant is the Success Academy which


    focuses on basic skills so students will be able to succeed


    at college level courses.


4. Counselors from area high schools are paid a stipend to 


    come to Oxnard College and learn our process for 


    matriculation.


5. The goal is for the Title V programs to become part of


    the institution when grant funding runs out. 


6. An advisory committee is being created to administer and


    guide the grant. 

· Accreditation Update 

A. President Duran informed the Academic Senate that we are


      still waiting to receive the draft report from the accreditation


     committee.

1. President Duran expects to receive the draft report within

the next week or two.

2. Once the report is received the College will have the 

opportunity to respond to errors of fact.

A. Tabled. Jeannette Redding will provide the update.

· Course Outline/SLO festival November 30th
A. EVP MacConnaire stated that the Curriculum Committee is concerned about the number of course outlines that are stuck in the curriculum process.

1. Assistance will be provided by curriculum experts to get

course outlines updated.

2. Course outlines that are not updated are in jeopardy of not

being offered in Spring 2008. Free lunch will be provided.
