He


    also stated that the District’s stance on this is that these


    promotional copies belong to the District

    mailed to a faculty member then it is their property


3. Carolyn Dorrance stated that this is a faculty choice issue


4. Marie Butler asked how this matter got on the agenda, 


    who was raising concerns about this issue


5. S. Corbett stated that another entity on campus felt


    that this practice was unseemly. Scott asked the AS 


    whether we should make a statement of ethics on this 


    matter


6. The Academic Senate decided to not take any action


    on this matter at this time
