    3. The District expects a $300k budget deficit for the current


year which has been offset by a contingency fund that Sue


Johnson set aside.

    4. The message from DCAS was that it is not time to panic 


but it is definitely time to plan for budget cuts.

    1. Oxnard College Curriculum Committee told DTRW


that our college really is going to implement our “areas of 


emphasis” for the new General Studies Degree.
