· Treasurer’s Report—Maria Parker
· After deducting the money for Cheryl Shearer’s Memorial Bench and receiving several payments of dues, the balance is $1,510.65.
· The Academic Senate dues reminder note went out to faculty.
· Basic Skills Initiative—Jenny Redding

· The next committee meeting will be Thursday, February 26.
· The Integrating Basic Skills into Academic and Occupational Curricula Regional Workshop was held Friday, February 20 in Ventura.
· Accreditation Committee—Scott Corbett

· The committee had a well-attended meeting on the 19th where questions and answers relating to the self-study were discussed.
· President Corbett asked that all committee meetings’ minutes be funneled to him for posting to trace dialog that fits into Accreditation Standards.
· The Self-Study report needs to be done by May 2010. The Board may want to approve it by August 2010.  The visit from the Accreditation Team would be in October 2010.
· Committee chairs need to send the responses to questions on Accreditation Standards to President Corbett by May for him to assess this information during the summer. 
· Technology Committee – Linda Kamaila
· There is money for Smart Classrooms. A list is being followed to turn classrooms into Smart Classrooms.  The goal is to have all classrooms be Smart Classrooms.
· The OC Help Desk is for faculty only, no student should be requesting assistance.

· The hiring of a Technology Instructional Assistant is in process.

· A task force is being developed to assist with ongoing technology issues.
· When referring to our new portal, MyVCCCD should be used instead of Luminus.
· Professional Development Committee – Robert Cabral

· The committee approved five applications received from classified staff for a total of $4,500.

· Faculty turned in 12 applications totaling $15,000, but there is only $10,000 available for funding.  Robert is looking for unused dollars from fall to add to spring funding. The next charge of the committee is to make a funding decision.  

· Campus Use, Development, and Safety – Mary Jones

· There was a low turnout at the last meeting due to the Budget Forum.

· Program Effectiveness and Planning Committee – P. Scott Corbett
The committee meets tomorrow and will discuss criteria for determining the function of core courses.
· Planning and Budgeting Council –Scott Corbett

· Reports from Student Services and PEPC on equipment prioritization were received.  The whole budget situation is being looked at for improvement and to link planning and resource allocation.
· Linda Kamaila asked about the status of the faculty resources/copy center contract, and stated that per Nathan, the cost to operate is more now that we contract the services than before. Oxnard College has a culinary arts program. The cookie cutter approach from the District is not effective.  President Corbett stated that the District is looking at economies of scale. The PBC is waiting for recommendations from John al-Amin on this matter.  Robert Cabral will discuss this issue with John al-Amin as part of the Fiscal Accreditation Committee.  Jenny Redding suggested the Technology Committee draft a resolution on this issue and present to the Senate.

Jenny Redding suggested the team be revitalized to meet Accreditation Standards.
