3. Due to considerable overlap between the major requirements and general education (GE), this TMC presumes that all 
courses in the TMC do fill the indicated CSU-GE requirement. If the courses at a given college do not currently fill all 
the indicated GE requirements, colleges may want to pursue further CSU-GE approval, or a TMC-aligned degree may 
not be possible within the SB 1440-mandated 60 unit maximum for the total degree.
