	· Robert reported that he obtained a variance report on the travel that’s been encumbered by PDC vs. Actual Costs.  A handout of that report was distributed/reviewed. Some discussion followed. 
· There is some money left in the budget for Faculty/classified travel so the board decided to reconsider and unanimously approve 100% funding for past applicant Scott Wolf’s travel to Colorado in June for a music event.  Scott was previously approved for $500 but it wasn’t enough for him to go on the trip. Carmen Eblen has agreed to notify Scott of the committee’s decision to now fund his trip at 100%. 
· After some discussion, the committee decided that the money they have left in the two pots ($1,281.50 & $779.03) will be opened up for all to apply for “Spring Special Dollars”.
