II. Additions to the Agenda

III. Public Comments/Announcements

· Student Services Symposium – Leo Orange and David Lopez 
Both Leo Orange and David Lopez led a discussion on Student Services and Student Retention.  L. Orange made the following points on what is being done for recruitment:

· 15 new computers will be installed at LRC 5A – for student assessments

· There will be assessments given at four area high schools 

· 10 computers will be at the new Student Information Center, formerly Student Transfer Center, where students can register for classes, receiving information, Financial Aid assistance, etc.

· Uniform one colored brochures

· A Thirty second commercial has been produced
· Half page adds at local high schools

· Community, counselor, and faculty partnerships

D. Lopez commented on Student Retention and the Early Alert program. Handouts were provided to Academic Senate for a discussion on the program.  

IV. AFT Report

B. Black introduced Harry Korn and new Executive Director Marc Cryer to Academic Senate.  

H. Korn made the introduction of Executive Director Cryer to the Senate.  He commented on Cryer’s background which includes being a lawyer and his previous work with the Fresno Teachers Association, CSCA, and additionally spending time in Korea as a Union organizer.

He reaffirmed AFT’s position that faculty are the experts in what they teach and what students need.

In additionally, Cryer commented how important for the members to understand that they are union members and what that implies to them, their profession, and the district.  He stated that faculty needs to create a sense of unity and identity with the community.  The community needs to know who we are.
