III. President’s Report/Announcements

President J. Redding welcomed everyone in attendance and invited them to enjoy the provided cookies and juice.  President Redding advised to look for future e-mails from AFT regarding meeting information on the new faculty contract; scheduled dates are August 31st @ 1:30PM and @ 6:00PM, both at LS11. 

President Redding reported on her attendance at DCAS where AB982 was discussed, a bill that Governor Schwarzenegger plans to veto.  This bill could save the district up to $300,000 if supported through a student letter writing campaign.  President Redding agreed to provide more information if requested and advised that the student letter writing campaign is from August 25th – September 13th. 

President Redding advised of her summer work as AS President.  She advised that her relationship with management and local administration at Oxnard College is very good.  In addition, she stated that it is important that Academic Senate abide by the districts shared governance policy.  She encouraged everyone to view the document, “Shared Decision Making & Collegial Consultation” available at the college’s intranet site.

At the district level, President Redding has been working on building her relationships with both AS Presidents of the other campuses. She cited the biggest task is the districts allocation model.  President Redding commented on her relationship with the Chancellor and advised that he is in the process of editing and rewriting board policy.

VII. New Business

· Seating of Senators

President Redding asked for a motion to seat the Senators represented here today. Corbett/ Shahoian/msc

· Orientation

President Redding provided a brief orientation of the legal bases of Senate activity- Title V and the Educational Code.

· Senate Representatives to Committees

President Redding reported on Senate representatives to various campus committees and the need for faculty representation.  It was determined that nominations are recommended by and approved by the departments.  The committee member sign up sheets will be forwarded for nominations. 

· KH Report

President Redding reported that the Senate Executives attended a Progress Report on Market Assessment and Organizational Performance Review.  E. Caruth added her impressions of the meeting and commented that KH is evaluating the district for effectiveness and attempting to evaluate in a fair manner.  Copies of the report were provided at today’s meeting.  

· Faculty Mentoring List

President Redding announced a request that came from OC President Ledesma Reese: a request for a list of faculty mentors that new faculty can approach when they have questions/concerns of any kind.  The mentoring list possibility was discussed with the Academic Senate for feasibility.  S. Shahoian shared his experiences as a P/T faculty at Moorpark and the benefit of having a mentor program.  In addition, A. Hayashi commented on the time frame of the mentor program and suggested a possible conflict with a new faculty’s Tenure Review Committee.  The Tenure Review Committee process should be trusted with the possible suggestion for a mentor program designed for P/T faculty.  It was determined by the Academic Senate that President Redding meet with OC President Ledesma Reese for further criteria of the mentor list program and explore possibilities for a P/T faculty mentoring option.

VIII. State of the Senate Report

President Redding thanked and appreciated past President L. Fauth for his mentorship over the 04-05 year.

In addition, Flex week went very well and thanked everyone for their participation.  She commented on the executive committee’s attendance at UC Berkeley’s Dale Tillery Leadership Conference and the overall team-building efforts with both the OC President and EVP.  

In conclusion, President Redding commented on keeping focus of 

1) The allocation model;

2) The rewriting of Board policy; and

3) The Technical Assistance visit in November.

A. Valle announced that she has resigned from the AFT Representative position of OC.  AFT Execs are currently determining how they are going to fill the position, along with the AFT Representative positions of both Ventura and Moorpark campuses.
