II. Additions to the Agenda

III. Public Comments/Announcements

· Announcement re new ad hoc committee to disburse Media Resources monies – 
Sherry Williams announced as of June 30th 2005 the college is no longer part of the Ventura County Schools video film co-op.  This releases the college from their annual contract where the budgeted monies (approximately $3250 per campus) can now be used on media rental services.  S. Williams advised the Academic Senate to provide suggestions on resource materials input.  With monies now available, faculty can provide direction on how best to use. 
· Exemplary Program Award Announcement
President J. Redding announced that the State Academic Senate would select four Community College programs to receive $4000.  The theme is “transfer programs”.   President J. Redding will provide additional details to those interested.  

· Undergraduate Transfer Scholarship Program

President J. Redding announced the Undergraduate Transfer Scholarship Programs which involves 25 scholarships to be awarded for $30,000 per student.  A volunteer faculty member would be responsible for recruitment, selection, and notification.  Any interested departments should forward all faculty recommendations to J. Redding.

President J. Redding advised of the edited language that was provided at the previous Academic Senate meeting.  Copies were provided and to be included for future course syllabi.

President J. Redding advised that FRC/PCC would be meeting on October 4, 2005 at 2:30 pm. 

· Report on Board Policy Revisions 

President J. Redding advised that the Chancellor has agreed to incorporate the recommended legal language.

· Increasing Revenues to Academic Senate

· Enrollment 

President J. Redding reported that due to the district wide decrease in enrollment, approximately 7.5%, the current OC budget might be under scrutiny.  The 2006/2007 budget may need to be cut by $1MM to offset revenue shortfalls.  President Redding further commented to three possible budget scenarios. 1) Budget Cuts, 2) Reallocation of Resources, and 3) Grant opportunities.  

President Redding further encouraged all Academic Senate representatives to advise their respective departments of the budget crisis and bring forward any recommendations to the FRC/PCC meeting on October 4th. 

VII. New Business

· Report on KH Activities

President J. Redding reported on her attendance at KH’s Reengineering Participatory Governance.  This KH session focused on the decision-making process; Formulate, Advise, Recommend, Approve, Communicate, Implement, and Monitor.

President Redding advised that KH is reporting out recommendations to Oxnard College as a result of their research and survey.  The OC Leadership Team will be attending the meeting on September 29th. 

· 20% Release Time from the Senate in Spring Available

President Redding reported on the 20% release time available for Spring ’06.  Any suggestions on how to utilize the release time need to be forwarded to her attention.

· Build on Strengths – Report on “Strengthquests” Workshop, etc.

President J. Redding reported on the OC Leadership Team attending a full day Strengthquests workshop. The workshop focused on the Gallup Company’s work on personality testing and traits.  Moreover, the workshop focused on personal strengths versus weaknesses.   D. Magallanes commented on how the workshop was helpful in understanding a colleague’s behavior.
