III. Public Comments/Announcements

· Art Hernandez, Board of Trustee Member
Board of Trustee Hernandez addressed the Academic Senate.  He commented on his perspective of the district and Oxnard College.  Often the board is limited to information that is only presented to them by staff.  He commented how the timing of information could lead to frustration and sometimes even perceived mistrust.  He accounted this from the communication challenges that are encountered.  Moreover, he commented that although the board is open, the timing of information could be improved.
