IV. President’s Report/Announcements/
State of the Senate

President J. Redding provided all Senators in attendance an update and report on the State 

of the Senate.  The report focuses on four challenges as identified by President Redding.
1.
The imposition of tenure track positions for mathematics and English.  The 


Prioritization and Hiring list did not apply.

2. The Academic Senate had to fight for its right to be included in the Board’s Strategic Planning Session which occurred in mid-July.

3. President Redding’s choice to support our local campus administration in working with the District to answer its portion of the accreditation recommendations.
4. President Redding and J. Cornelio’s involvement in the paper screening process for the Interim President position.

Tabled to a future Academic Senate Meeting.
· Early Alert Presentation – Leo Orange 
L. Orange presented to Academic Senate the Early Alert process.  Orange commented prior to his presentation on the campuses increase in enrollment. FTES is up 3.89%, the district is up over 5%.


Orange led a discussion and provided copies of the working drafts and copies of 


the Early Alert letters.  Senator A. London agreed to work with Orange on a 


committee to revise the letter.  In addition, J. Redding will encourage all faculty 


comment on the letter as well.
· Report on Great Teachers’ Seminar – J. Redding, S. Corbett, and R. Cabral


VP S. Corbett led a discussion and presentation of the Reflective Teaching 


Project.  A handout of the project was distributed to all Senators in attendance.  


The project was delivered at the Great Teachers Seminar at the Montecito 



conference in August 2006. Senators London, Black, and Cabral participated with 

VP Corbett on presenting the process of Reflective Teaching.
