A. Carolyn Dorrance updated A.S. on the Honors Society

1. President Duran expressed a desire to create an Honors

    4. Carolyn Dorrance responded that it would probably be best to 



recruit continuing students but any current students who could 



could help this spring are welcome to join.

    1. The Title V power point will be made available on the

    2. The title of the presentation was the good, the bad, and the 


ugly. The good news is that our AA/AS Degree’s will 


remain intact.

    3. There will be a new Certificate of Achievement for IGETC


and a CSU General Education Degree.

    4. The State Chancellors Office is offering a one-time 


streamlined submission process to get our Certificate of


Achievement and CSU General Ed approved.

    5. The bad news is that if we fail to meet the State deadline, 


our college will have neither of these in the catalog. 

    6. The ugly is that it will take a minimum of two years to 


get a General Education Degree approved if we do not


meet the streamlined approval process that is being offered


by the Chancellor’s Office. 

B. Faculty members discussed the downside of the changes that

     are being made.

    1. Carolyn Dorrance expressed concern that transfer students 


who fulfill core requirements will have less options than 


non-transfer students. Carolyn stated that this is an issue of 


breadth and depth. Again, Carolyn expressed concern that 


transfer students will only need introductory courses and 


and are not as likely to take advanced courses. A statement


was also made that this could negatively affect enrollment


in some of the advanced courses.

    2. Lyn MacConnaire stated that our goal is to prepare transfer


students to be as prepared as possible for success at 4-year


Universities.
