III. Public Comments/Announcements

· Welcome visitors:  Michelle Pilati and Lesley Kawaguchi from the State Academic Senate
A. Scott Corbett warmly welcomed and introduced our guests from the State Academic


Senate.


1. Our guests were in attendance to observe our Academic Senate as part of a 


    statewide initiative to research and report out how Academic Senate’s on campuses


    across the state conduct business and operate. 

· President Duran Question Time
A. President Duran provided updates on accreditation.


1. OC did receive the accreditation letter from WASC.


2. OC was commended for the progress that has been made and of the 12 areas


    that were identified previously, 3 still need further progress. 


3. President Duran reminded the Academic Senate that OC had two years to address


    the problems and WASC was being lenient in allowing another full year to address

 

    the 3 problem areas. Other colleges have not been as fortunate.



4. Progress on Student Learning Outcome’s is paramount and the measurement of 



    of SLO’s must be documented and assessed. 



5. President Duran is meeting with Carolyn Inoye to discuss creating a culture of 



    evidence in SLO’s at OC. 


 
5. There is a call out for the accreditation committee that already needs to start 



    preparing for 2010. Accreditation is a never-ending cycle. 

B. President Duran provided updates on the budget in the District and State.

1. President Duran mentioned that he is adjusting to the budget process in California

    and the complexities of 3 different budgets and forecasting. 

2. There is dismal news coming from the State and President Duran is waiting to hear

    exactly what the budget will be for next year and what cuts may need to be made.

3. It is certain that we will have a cut of $500k from our budget and hopefully part

    of that can be offset from growth in FTES at our college. 

4. Our new VP of Business Services, Tim Oliver, has extensive budget experience

    at other colleges and his experience will help guide us. 

5.  OC’s draft budget is due to the District Office by June 30th and by the end of 

    the academic school year all personnel should have a pretty good idea of what the 

    budget will look like for 2008/09. 

6. President Duran stated that his number #1 goal is to preserve positions. 

C. More updates from President Duran

1. Painting for designated parking for guests, visitors, and staff is moving forward.

2. Trying to accomplish new signage on campus and painting prior to expected

    budget cuts next year. 

3. President Duran stated that there is a chance that certain positions may not be

    filled next year due to not knowing what the budget looks like next year but

    hiring committee’s are moving forward at this time. 

4. Graduation will be held in the evening this year to accommodate people who 

    could not attend a day session due to work. 

5. There will be a graduation dinner for faculty and staff this year.

· Faculty Sound-Off
A. Faculty express concern about office security.


1. Mysterious people have been observed in faculty offices in the LS building.


2. Faculty members have observed items in their office rearranged. 


3. Faculty members expressed a need to self-police the offices and report unusual


    activity or missing items to managers and police. 


4. Faculty members expressed an interest in having IT personnel wear badges


    that identify them as staff. Also, janitors may need to be reported if unusual 


    activity is observed. 

· Luminus Project
A. Scott Corbett updates A.S. on the Luminous Project


1. The luminous project is moving forward full steam ahead.


2. Scott has invited a small group to view Luminous and give input on which


    features should be included in the software. 


3. If other faculty members are interested they can attend the preview this Wed.


    in LRC 114.


4. Scott mentioned that you must see Luminous to be able to appreciate it.

V. Treasurer’s Report – David Magallanes

A. David Magallanes provided the following report on the AS Treasury.

1. The present balance of the AS Treasury is $775.18

2. This dollar amount includes the expenses incurred for the tenure celebration.

3. The balance will be increased by $1,000 for auto deductions for A.S. dues.

VI. AFT Report – Bret Black

A. Bret Black provided updates on AFT news.

     1. Bret recommended turning in ARF’s, even if they are past the deadline.

     2. Faculty members who did not submit an ARF on time will lose their ranking on

         the longevity list for only one semester.

B. Scott Corbett addressed the A.S. regarding Bret Black and AFT

     1. Scot thanked Bret for his service as OC’s AFT Vice-President and commended

         him for doing an excellent job.

     2. Scott stated that Bret will not be continuing as AFT VP and that we are currently

         seeking a replacement. Scott asked faculty to get the word out.

     3. The AFT VP position typically provides a .2 release.

· Report on Chancellor Consultation Counsel

A. Scott Corbett provided an update on what occurred at the last DCC meeting.


1. DCCC went over the board agenda to check for accuracy.  
· Report on DCAS

A. Scott Corbett provided an update on what occurred at the last DCAS meeting. 

2. The board is encumbering $300k of OC’s money to create and implement a    

    computer refresh program Oxnard College.


3. The board can spend up to this amount but will not necessarily use it in entirety.
· Report on DTRW/Title 5

A. There were no updates at this meeting on DTRW

VIII. New Business

· Five-year window for changing grades.
  A. Scott Corbett led a discussion on creating a policy for grade changes.


1. Currently a student can request a grade change despite the duration since the


    student took the course, recently students who have taken courses over 20 years


    ago have filled out forms to request a grade change.


2. Scott asked the AS if it would be in our best interest to create a policy similar


    to other colleges that would specify a time limit for a grade change challenge.


3. The OC Registrar is looking for a District wide policy on this matter.


4. DCSL is recommending a 5-year limit.


5. A Sense of the Senate was taken whereupon OC faculty agreed that a time limit


    should be adopted to request a grade change and a 4 or 5 year limit would be 


    supported by the faculty members attending the AS meeting.

Scott Corbett informed the AS that at the last meeting the committee discussed the computer refresh program that is in development and the Minutes of this meeting

will be posted for interested faculty members.

· Professional Development Committee – Robert Cabral

Robert Cabral stated that PDC will accept any version of the application for travel

funds. The application has gone through several revisions and to avoid any confusion

Robert stated that any and all versions will be accepted.
