II. Additions to the Agenda

The agenda was approved as presented by A.S. President S. Corbett with the following additions:

III. Public Comments/Announcements

· President Duran – Not present

· Student Services Report, Henry Villanueva – Not present

· District Participatory Government Manual 

A lively discussion ensued regarding the District Participatory Governance Manual. A.S. Senator, J. Redding, provided a handout and the Senate discussed 4 areas of concern: 1) Were we viewing the final print document? 2) Referencing Page 8 of the manual, “district governance process.” J. Redding expressed concern how the primacy of faculty in the 10 +1 areas is protected in the District Consultation Council.  Also, J. Redding expressed concern that in order for faculty to maintain primacy in their 10+1 areas, 24 faculty members would have to be added to the governance group to avoid being continually outvoted due to a minority in faculty representation. A suggested solution presented by J. Redding was that the description of the Consultation Council be moved to a District Advisory Group. Another question that was asked by J. Redding was whether the District Consultation Council would function per the Brown Act. 3) Referencing Page 11 of the manual under Role of Faculty, J. Redding recommends adding Title 5 language that describes how faculty’s primacy is protected by virtue of consideration of faculty recommendations within the areas of 10+1. 4) A recommendation was made by J. Redding to eliminate the use of the words “district groups” and replace with “ district administrative groups” to avoid confusion with regards to “governance.”

A.S. Senator, M. Butler and faculty member, C. Dorrance also stated that they had concerns about faculty giving away primacy over 10+1 areas in the current draft of the District Participatory Governance Manual. C. Dorrance also stated that not enough time was given for the Academic Senate to take the Governance Manual to their constituents and provide them with the opportunity to provide feedback before the Board Meeting. 

A.S. President, S. Corbett stated that the District Participatory Governance Manual was created to address the concerns raised by WASC and that he did not feel that there was any intention by the District to infringe on faculty’s 10 + 1 areas. A consensus was taken by the A.S. Senate to determine whether S. Corbett should take the concerns that were raised to the next Board meeting and the Senate voted in majority to take the aforementioned concerns to the Board before the Governance Manual was approved in final draft. S. Corbett stated that he would dutifully take the concerns voiced by the Academic Senate to the Board meeting with regards to the Governance Manual. 

· Shared Decision Making/Collegial Consultation

Faculty member, J. Merrill, expressed concerns about minimizing faculty on campus committee’s with respect to faculty primacy in the 10+1 areas. 

A.S. Secretary, A. Lynch, stated that he had concerns about the shared governance committee’s structure being changed on campus without adequate faculty representation. 

· Parking

A.S. Senator, M. Jones, stated that currently only Parking Lot B is faculty only parking and that students will be given two weeks warning by Campus Police after which time they will be issued parking tickets. M. Jones shared with the Senate that the President is aware of the parking problem and solutions are being considered including a plan to create pockets of faculty parking across all of the lots on campus.  Faculty member, C. Dorrance, stated that the lack of faculty parking has become a crisis on campus.

· High School Tour

A.S. President, S. Corbett, announced that Jan Straka is coordinating a high school visit on November 6th, and lecturers are being sought to deliver dynamic presentations to captivate the high school audience that will be present in a lecture hall on campus. 

IV. Action Items:

· Approval of Minutes of August 27th, 2007

The minutes for the August, 27th, 2007 meeting were approved as submitted with one exception, J. Redding was present at the meeting and the correction was made. R. Cabral/M. Jones/AS
V. Treasurer’s Report – David Magallanes

· A.S. Treasurer, D. Magallanes, reported that the current cash balance of A.S. of $898.73 was unchanged.

· No AFT report was given. A.S. President, S. Corbett, stated that the AFT would now begin to rotate their meetings at the 3 District college campuses instead of holding them at the AFT headquarters. S. Corbett noted that the next AFT meeting would be the coming Friday at Oxnard College.

A.S. President, S. Corbett, stated that the District and College were working to resolve the issues with the new distance education platform. S. Corbett shared that the District is pioneering help procedures due to the inadequacies of the help desk currently being offered by Presidium.

· Sabbatical Chair

Merrill also shared that the Senate bylaws did not state that the sabbatical chair was a 2-year commitment and this notion was based on oral history. The process to elect a new sabbatical chair is yet to be determined with the Senate to send Emails and discuss with their constituents possible interest to fill this vacancy.

A.S Treasurer, D. Magallanes and A.S. President S. Corbett shared that a meaningful date for budget creation is being created so that programs will not be delayed funds. S. Corbett stated that PBC is reliant on PEPC being completed by a date in December to ensure that funds are not delayed.
