Richard Duran-Question Time

· Dr. Duran welcomed everyone to the new semester
· We have an enrollment high of 7,756 students this semester.
· C. Dorrance asked for a breakdown of this enrollment for analysis:  evening students, day students, PACE, etc.
· Deans are working with dept. chairs to identify course offerings.  A two-year schedule would assist students identify courses ahead of time. The fall schedule will likely include a tentative spring schedule.

· The announcement for a permanent VP of Instruction is in process as is the VP of Student Services.
· There is a new District process to hire managers which includes a new composition of the committees and final candidates interview with the president and the chancellor.

· Budget Forums will take place February 10 and 11.

· District-wide, there is the development of three budgets based on assumed different levels of cuts.

· Oxnard College is no longer under scrutiny as we have met the accrediting standards. WASC accepted the report presented by the visiting team. The next comprehensive visit will be in 2010. 

· This Thursday at 9 a.m. is the groundbreaking ceremony for the Fire Technology Building at the airport property.

Reading and Approval of Minutes
With quorum met the Meeting Minutes of January 26, 2009, was approved. Robert Cabral made motion; Andy Cawelti seconded. All were in favor.  
A Point of Order was raised by Robert Cabral to move a motion to create an elections committee.  Jenny Redding seconded the motion, and it was approved by all.  The Elections Committee members are Amy London, Chris Mainzer and Bret Black.  Amy distributed a draft Timeline, Full-time Faculty Ballot and Part-time Faculty Ballot documents for review.  The Sabbatical Chair is a two-year position and is therefore not included in the ballot.

· Sherry Williams and Geoff Willis are back on campus.

· A discussion on the difficulty to send e-mails to groups ensued.
· A response to our resolution is needed.
· AS President Corbett stated the District is still investigating; they are hopeful Luminus will provide.

· Use the Microsoft Outlook password for My.VCCCD to access faculty resources including Webstar.

· The deadline to apply for funds was February 3.  Over $20,000 in faculty applications were received. From classified staff, six applications were received for about $4,400.
· The biggest challenge for the committee is the decision model for funding.

· Deans must approve a travel request first. The PDC approves funding only. The application funding is decided by peers.  

· A presentation to the Deans Council may be necessary to identify the role deans and the president play in this process.
