Question of Privilege raised by Linda Kamaila on the following:

· Point of Word by Linda Kamaila on Agenda items.  After a brief discussion, it was stated that agenda items must be submitted 96 hours prior to a Senate meeting.  The Agenda goes out by 2:30 p.m. on the Wednesday before the Senate meeting.  This represents 72 hours as required by the Brown Act. At the beginning of a meeting, additions to the Agenda can be made with a 2 /3 vote to accept changes to the agenda.

Presented as a reminder, the Title 5 §53200—Definitions sheet was 
discussed.
· Lack of Custodial Staff and Resultant Health and Safety Issues
There is a general health and safety concern as there is no plan for enhancing custodial staff on campus or district wide.  The issue becomes what to do with a shortage of staff and limited budget.

· Concept of a Floating Proxy for Depts. with multiple representatives
This topic was discussed as an idea to encourage more participation from faculty, and may help some of the under represented departments.  The downside may be not having stable, committed Senators.  A formalized proxy form can be devised as an electronic form that could be printed and signed.  Senators are to discuss with departments.
