· Maintains records of professional development activities, funding history, and reports related to those activities. 

· Coordinates with appropriate District personnel to support campus based professional development activities as needed.

· Faculty, staff, and administration will have the opportunity for on-campus participation in professional development activities during Self-Assigned Flex Week and the “All College Day” as well as other professional development opportunities throughout the academic year and possibly during the summer semester. 

· Oversees the distribution of travel funds for professional activities that supports the college and the students.

S. Newby led a discussion on the need to inform Department Deans of the current district travel process as well as the PDC application process.
R. Cabral led a discussion on the current 2010 PDC Participatory Governance objectives and deliverables.
3. Approval of Minutes from May 2010 meeting.
There we no minutes provided for the May 2010 session.
4. Review and discussion of Fall application forms, data, timelines.
R. Cabral led a discussion on the current Fall application process. It was consented by the committee to announce campus wide the Fall application and application timelines. It was agreed the Fall application would be effective this week and deadline on October 12.The Spring applications would be made available early October. The amount available for this academic year’s recommendations is $10,000 for staff and approximately $20,000 for faculty.
