MYTHS & FACTS

FACT

NO. The vaccine will not give you COVID-19. The vaccine teaches our immune system
how to recognize and fight the virus that causes COVID-19.

YES. The vaccine is proven safe and effective. Although it was developed in record
time, it has gone through the same rigorous Food and Drug Administration process
as every other vaccine, meeting all safety standards.

Some participants in the vaccine clinical trials did report side effects similar to
those experienced with other vaccines, including allergic reactions, muscle pain,
chills, and headache.

NO. Vaccinating is not only about protecting oneself. The more people get
vaccinated, the lower the risk of COVID-19 will become throughout the community.

NO. Fetal cells were not used to develop the COVID-19 vaccines currently available in
the United States.

There is no vaccine microchip, and the vaccine will not track people or gather
personal information into a database.

YES. People who want to get pregnant in the future may receive the COVID-19
vaccine.

None of the COVID-19 vaccines currently available in the United States contain eggs.
Speak to a doctor if you have a history of vaccine allergies.

YES. Due to the severe health risks associated with COVID-19 and the fact that
re-infection is possible, the CDC recommends vaccination even if you have already
recuperated from a COVID-19 infection.

NO. Although it is important to get a flu shot, it will not protect you from the
COVID-19 virus.

NO. The best way to prevent COVID-19 infection is by receiving the vaccine, wearing
a mask, and practicing social distancing.

NO. It is very important to have your second COVID-19 vaccine within the timeframe
you are told when you get the first vaccine, or you will have to begin the process
again.

REALIDADES

NO. La vacuna no le infectara de COVID-19. La vacuna ensenfa a nuestro sistema
inmune a reconocer y luchar contra el virus que causa COVID-19.

Sl. La vacuna ha demostrado ser sequra y eficaz. Aunque se desarrolld en un
tiempo récord, ha pasado por el mismo proceso rigoroso de la Administracion de
Alimentos y Medicamentos como cualquier otra vacuna, cumpliendo con todas las
normas de seguridad.

NO. No se utilizaron células fetales en el desarrollo de las vacunas COVID-19
disponibles actualmente en los Estados Unidos.

No hay microchip de vacuna, y la vacuna COVID-19 no rastreard a la gente ni reunira
informacion personal en una base de datos.

SI. Las personas que quieran quedar embarazadas en el futuro pueden recibir la
vacuna COVID-19.

Ninguna de las vacunas COVID-19 disponibles actualmente en los EE.UU. contiene
huevo.
